Z! bkowska Street

ROUTE 01
STREET BY STREET:

The route starts at the corner of Targowa and Z! bkowska streets and
leads in the direction of Szmulowizna (popularly called Szmulki). The
place is named after the Jewish founder of the settlement B Szmul
Zbytkower B a merchant and a banker, who saved thousands of Prague®

burghers from death during the Slaughter of Praga in 1794. It is @ Z! bkowska
worthwhile to take a look at a tenement house of Szein and Tycholski at ™ Brzeska
no.2, which was built in 1914 and has a quite characteristic turret. The
tenement at no.3 was built in 1890 for the Sikorski family. The only @ Kijowska
remaining element of the original facade is the balcony.

At 5 Z!bkowska Street there are outbuildings from 1931 and ¢ Markowska
next to it, at 7 Z! bkowska Street, there is a beautiful, carefully restored
tenement built in 1878-80. In the courtyard of the building there is a ‘; Kaw#czy$ska
shrine, which is one of many in this part of the city. In the courtyard of
the tenement no.11 remains of a Jewish prayer house were discovered. @ Otwocka
There is a figure of the Mother of God next to the renovated building at .
12 Z! bkowska Street. A similar one stood in the same place when Jews & Radzymi$ska
owned the tenement. @ o

At no.13 there is R—a Kwiatkowska® house built in 1868-70, Ynie"na
which has retained its original decoration and a beautiful wooden gallery @ Bia®stocka

facing the courtyard. The one-storey building at number 14 was built in
1866 and is the oldest house on this street.

¥ Brzeska - symbol of Praga

The street dates back to the 80s of
the 19th century . It was established in
the proximity of the Terespolski
Railw ay Station, which was built in
1866 and later renamed to Wschodni
Railw ay Station. At the turn of the 19
and 20" century terr ace tenements
joined by numerous court yards were
erected on the street. Their owners
were mostly Jews. Brzeska Street is
one of the last few places where the
specific atmosphere of the old Warsaw
was preserv ed.

¥ Back to Z! bkowska Street

At 5 Zlbk owska Street there is
one of the oldest houses of Praga,
which once belonged to
Terespolska Railway (a huge
railway station which stood on
Kijowska Street since 1866 and
was destro yed during the war).
Mark owska Street leads back to
ZIbk owska. At the intersection of
the streets, at Zlbk owska 27/31
the premises of the spirit factory
Koneser, popularly called Monopol,
begin. It was erected in the style
of gothic castles and fortifications

and it is an important monument

when it comes to industrial

architecture. Among other
interesting places on the premises
of Koneser are Wytw—rnia Theatre
and Luksfer a photogr aphy gallery .

¢ Kaw"czynska Street

Our route leads to the fork of
Kaw#tczy$ska and Radzymi$ska
streets and we go straight ahead
to Kawt#czy$ska, where at no.2
stands an old school building
which played an important role in
the Warsaw Uprising. The things
worth to see on this street are the

tenement no.4, built in 1912 and
the one at no.l5, which dates
back to 1905-06, the prew ar
factory buildings, the buildings of
the tram depot at no.1l6, that
were erected in the 20s., the last
wooden house on Praga at no.26
and finally , the once amazing villa
of Ywi#tochowski, built in
1911-12, which is now falling into
ruin. The old complex of buildings
of the production plant Listwe now
houses the College of
Management. One of the most
impressiv e sacred buildings on
Praga and in whole Warsaw is
Basilica of the Blessed Heart of
Jesus, which was built in 1907-
1923. Having visited the Basilica
we shall go north towards
Otwocka Street to see a complex
of school buildings that dates
back to 1926. No. 14 Otwocka
Street is home to Fabryka Trzciny
D a cultural and educational
complex created by Wojciech
Trzci$ski in an old fruit preserv e
factory .

¥ Unknown Radzymi#ska
Street

We follow our route straight
ahead to busy Radzymi$ska
Street, the well-known part of
which lies further ahead. It s
worth while to take a look at a
small monument to ten people
executed by firing squad, which
commemor ates the struggle of
the People® Army with the Nazis.
In the section of Radzymi$ska
that goes through Szmulowizna,
there is an inconspicuous building
at no. 49, which dates back to the

first half of the 19™ century .
Finally, we reach %nie"na Street
and the Factory of Sugar and
Chocolate OFromboliQ

¢ Towards Targowej Street via
Bialostocka Street

The intersection of Radzymi$ska
and Bia&ostocka Streets is where
one can see old tenements and
barr acks. There is an interesting
signboard on the house at no. 22.
It says: OKrzysztof Brun and SonO
and used to be an advertisement
for a company which was
established at the end of the 18th
century and developed in the 19t
century . In 1938 the company
owned 5 shops in Warsaw, that

among others were located on
Nowy %wiat Street,
Marsza&kowska Street, Biela$ska

Street and Targow a Street. At no.
4 there is the CymermansO
tenement, which is on the list of
vintage buildings. We follow our
route along Bia&ostocka Street to
Targow a Street and this is where
we end our w alk.
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
